Oil Tycoon Game

 This game is designed to test the student’s knowledge of where oil could be found.  Use the same groups that were used for the lab, the game works best with groups of four but can accommodate up to six.  Large groups will cause the game to move slowly and students may become off task.  This works well to hand out as a follow up activity after groups finish the post-lab questions and lab write-up because the groups will all finish at different times.  The rules are printed on the game board, so you should be able to hand out the board and the materials as the groups finish.  Each game consists of a board, property cards (16), a die and the player pieces to move around the board.  (The multi colored flat stones that you put in flower vases work well, these are usually sold at dollar tree.)  It’s a good idea to print all of the materials ahead of time.  You will need to tape together the four sections of the game board and cut out the individual property cards.  Using cardstock will make these materials last longer. 
You may also add a writing activity to ask the students what they learned from the game.  

Materials: One game board and game cards per group.  One die per group.  Four to six (depending on number of players) player pieces  
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
