Teacher Notes – “Why is There Oil in California” Power Point 
Background Information

This introduction to California Oil linked directly to California State Standard 9a more indirectly to California State Standards 3a, b and c; Standard 4a; Standard 7a.  If you use the recommended text Earth Science: California Edition (Prentice Hall), the content will coincide with chapter 13a for California resources and pgs 94-97 for nonrenewable resources. 

Power Point
The power point is an introduction to the formation of oil in California.  It can be done as quickly 30-40 minutes or up to an entire class period depending on the level of the students and how fast they are able to copy information from the presentation to the handout.  There are several question slides within the power point for class discussion that could potentially take a great deal of time as well.  There are additional notes included in the “power point lecture notes” if you would like to elaborate on any of the slides.  The Teacher Power Point notes also include the answer to the questions in the student handout.  Be sure to read through the student handout beforehand and have a copy available as you go through the power point to make sure the students are answering questions at the appropriate times.    
Materials– A computer, projector and screen are needed to play the power point.  A copy of the student handout will need to be made for each student.  The handout can also be adapted to work with a science notebook if you class uses notebooks or Cornell notes.   
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
